ORIENTALISM
( You have to know what “Orientalism” refers to with special reference to Said. How does he define Orientalism? (3 ways ( 1)as a classical intellectual tradition of studying Near and Middle Eastern civilizations,  2) as a style of thought based on a distinction made btw the so-called "East (Orient)" vs "West (Occident)",  3) a hegemonic discourse used for dominating, restructuring and having authority over the Orient. (this is the point Said focuses on)

What is meant here by hegemonic discourse: way of representing the Orient insofar as European culture became able to establish a political, sociological, military, ideological, scientific hegemony. “The East” here is rather a construct, an idea, a concept connoting a SOCIETY THAT IS UNDERDEVELOPED, UNINDUSTRIALIZED, NON-URBANIZED, FEUDAL, IRRATIONAL, NONSECULAR, and overall not MODERN as the WEST is! (think about other binary oppositions)

Orientalism in Reverse: accept ontological distinctions and thus still Orientalist. But, argues that it is the Occident that connotes inferiority!
( Consider also the possible connection between Orientalism and Colonization (think about the entire colonization process starting from early 16th century up until decolonization in 20th century) , or Orientalism and Racism. 
The Haiti Revolution: late 18th century, against French army. A decolonization movement, but why don’t we know this story much? Why has it been silenced? What does this tell us?
TOTALITARIANISM & FASCISM
Definition of Hannah Arendt: absence of imaginative capacities; capacity to think, capacity to have an internal dialogue, loss of human individuality, loss of self-reflection as the basis of judgment. (in which particular context? ( How can we explain concentration camps or the Holocaust? Were those executers really giant, evil, wicked? 

( What is Totalitarian Regime, and what is Totalitarian Society? (Stalinism in USSR, and Nazi Germany are two examples for the former one, what about the later one? What are the main characteristics and differences of these totalitarian regimes – Terror, Propaganda, Purges, etc. Remember such names: NSDAP (Nationalsozialistische Deutsche Arbeiter Partei-National Socialist German Workers Party), Versailles Diktat (what is its role on the rise of Hitler?), Bolshevik Revolution, NKDV: Secret Police Organization in the USSR, which then turned to KGB ¸Nazi paramilitary organizations: SA, SS, etc)

( What about the differences between Totalitarianism and Authoritarianism? (in terms of the existence of private sphere? the degree of oppression? ideology propagandised? mobilization of population?)
( The word, fasces (=bundle of rods tied around an axe) ( How is its connection possible with Fascism? (- the idea of strength upon unity and action-)

( The Night of the Long Knives: purge took place in Nazi Germany in 1934,while they executed some 90 people for political reasons (Why?)
( Weimar Republic and the Weimar Constitution before 1933 (again its role on Hitler’s rise)
( Main characterictics of Fascist regimes and Fascist ideology!

( Anti-Semitism: hatred against Jews, but is it that harmless? Or did such kind of a state of feeling emerge in 20th century? What about the background?)
NATIONS&NATIONALISMS

Different Types: Ernest Renan (on subjective criteria: possession of rich&shared memories & willingness to stick together) vs Von Treitschke (on objective criteria: race/ethnicity, language, territory/geography, etc) ( What about the implications of such a division on a further dichotomy btw civic (or French) type of nationalism and ethnic (or German) type of nat.?

Different Approaches:  Primordialism (Seeing nations and nationalims as natural/primordial entities. Here, one is born into a nation and nation precedes nationalism), Perennisalism (Less radical version of Primordialism. It is potentially always there but needs someone to be awakened – i.e. The Sleeping Beauty Metaphor), Modernism (Nationalism was not there from time immemorial, it is a Social Construct, a Fiction! Nationalism comes before Nations. Nations do not make states & nationalism but the other way around! – i.e. Dr. Frankenstein’s Monster Metaphor – why a monster specifically?) ( It would be good to know the views of Ernest Gellner, Benedict Anderson and Eric Hobsbawm with regard to nationalism.
INTERSTATE SYSTEM

The Realist Paradigm: state is the main unit of analysis, all the other things(what are they?) are of less importance. Power is the key concept. All the states want to survive, national security is the top list of international issues. And all states desire to be hegemon! (Why?)
F(Interstate System) = {Anarchy, Power Configuration}
( Difference btw Power & Authority?

Why is there an anarchy in the interstate system? ( Absence of Authority! Remember Hobbesian logic!

Bipolarity: equal distribution of power between two poles (ex: Cold War)

Balanced Multipolarity: rough equal distribution of power among 3 or more poles.(ex: Inter War Years)

Unbalanced Multipolarity: Unequal distribution of power among 3 or more poles. Here, there is this role of an aspiring hegemon! ((A state who is able to influence others and project power on a worldwide scale)
Cold War Period: It would be better to know some of these names: Yalta Agreement, Containment Doctrine, Truman Doctrine, Marshall Plan, Establishment of NATO and Warsaw Pact (and the differences among them), Korea War(1950), Suez Crisis(1956), Cuban Missile Crisis (1962)
DEVELOPMENTALISM
Import Substitution Industrialization (ISI): Think always when, where, why, and how? Post WW2 especially – developing countries mostly – Idea is that instead of importing goods, allocating your sources to produce such items domestically. So developing domestic production. So a project of industrialization! - Restrictions on Imported Goods! High Import Barriers, Quotas and Tariffs! Restrictions of International Capital Flows (not allowing circulation of foreign exchange for example) Government Control through central plannings and Involvement of State in economy through SSEs (state sponsored enterprises or KİTs – Kamu İktidasi Teşekküleri in Turkish) and Large Public Banks.
( 1973 Oil Crisis and Shock in Economy: OPEC (Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries) taking action againtst Western European and North Atlantic countries with respect to the Arab-Israel war. But was this the only reason of the shock?What about the mistakes done by the countries?
( The roles played by IMF, or World Bank (what kind of institutions are they?), and their suggestions of Structural Adjustment Policies! (no more ISI, liberal trade, elimination of state from market, privatization, etc)
( Consider all the arguments raised against traditional perspectives and assumptions of Economists – How/In which aspects do they challenge traditional assumptions of economics? (Ultimatom Game is one of these arguments. Some others are; Statusquo Bias, Loss-Aversion, Anchoring, Magical Thinking, Hindsight Bias) 

The Ultimatum Game: an experimental game in which two parties interact anonymously.The first player proposes how to divide a sum of money with the second party. If the second player rejects this division, neither gets anything. If the second accepts, the first gets her demand and the second gets the rest. But what does this tell us with regard to the basic premise of economics – human rationality?
