Keywords for SPS 102 Final Exam

Be sure you know broader explanations of keywords that are here. Also keep in your mid that you must know how these concepts are used; to explain what, and why they are important for our discussions.  
Citizenship: 

Cosmopolitan idea of citizenship: It is an idea of Alexander the Great to reconcile Greeks and the barbarians; the emergence of the idea of concord (union of hearts). 

Civil rights: (in T.H. Marshall) rights necessary for individual freedom. You can find broad definition in the elements of citizenship part in Andrew Heywood’s work and information necessary to explain the development of these rights in lecture slides. 
Political rights: (in T.H. Marshall) they provide the individual with the opportunity to participate in politics. You can find broad definition in the same part with civil rights. 

Social rights: (in T.H. Marshall) they guarantee the citizen a minimum social status. You can also find broad definition in the same part with civil rights and political rights.  
You should know the connection between these three forms of rights and Marshall’s usage of them. How these rights emerged according to Marshall is another aspect that you should know. 
Liberal individualism: it provides a way of looking to the issue of citizenship mainly from the perspective of rights. Here, individuals have priority over community. 

Civic republicanism: it provides a way of looking to the issue of citizenship mainly from the perspective of duties. Here, community has priority over individuals. 

Active citizenship: it represents an idea that citizens should stand on their own feet. Individuals should be active and participate into politics. You can find broad explanation in the last parts of Andrew Heywood’s work. Related with this; how can we understand active citizenship in terms of duties and rights of citizens?
Passive citizenship: it emphasizes rights of citizens and the importance of welfare state. Individuals mainly expect services from the state. 
How can we relate these four (lib. ind.- civic rep.- active cit.- passive cit.)?
Post-national citizenship: the idea of citizenship that transcends nations and nationality. You can find broader explain in Saskia Sassen’s article. 

Denationalized citizenship: it is still connected to the national yet indicating new forms of engagement with it. You can find broader explain in Saskia Sassen’s article. 
What is the relationship between nationalism and post-national and denationalized citizenship? What do “post” and “denationalized” mean? 
For this week you should also look at the issue of nationalism and citizenship; contested views of citizenship; and the importance of “marriage of nation and state” in citizenship issue.
Globalization:

Globalization: it is increasing interconnectedness. Can we talk about different forms of globalization besides to economic globalization? 

Actors of globalization: MNCs, multilateral organizations, supranational organizations, states, individuals, and NGOs. You should also look at the roles of these actors in different forms of globalization. What do we mean with mobility of goods, capital, people and information with economic globalization? 

What is the role of neo-liberalism in acceleration of economic globalization? Who is in charge of this and who makes decisions? Do nation-states have any maneuver capacity regarding liberalization policies? You should also look at the relationship between technology and globalization in general and in particular with economic globalization. 

Foreign direct investment: it represents physical direct investment of capital by foreign investors in another country. But why it is important in the discussions of globalization?  
Portfolio capital: it represents investment in financial assets. 

What is the main difference between these two?

You should also be familiar with the discussions about whether globalization is a new phenomenon. What are the main arguments of the ones who say that globalization is not a new phenomenon and what are the arguments of the ones who disagree with this? 

IMF: international monetary fund. It promotes international monetary cooperation, exchange stability and orderly exchange arrangements. There are also other objectives that you may find in the lecture slides. But remember, you should mention who IMF is important and in which topics we are talking about it. 

WTO: World trade organization. It is a negotiating forum for reducing tariffs and other barriers to international trade. There are also other objectives that you may find in the lecture slides. But remember, you should mention who IMF is important and in which topics we are talking about it. 

WB: World Bank. It provides financial and technical assistance to developing countries. But remember, you should mention who IMF is important and in which topics we are talking about it.  

Institutionalism of consumerism: it represents systemic efforts and formation of organizations and institutions which try to expand and encourage consumerism. So, what is the relationship between expansion of liberal market economies and institutional consumerism? 

There are discussions about that globalization has led to losing of sovereignty of nation states. You should be familiar about these discussions and what the main features of these discussions. What kinds of elements of globalization may lead to decline of sovereignty? Moreover, you should know that on what grounds globalization may lead to the increase of inequality; who are the losers and winners of the globalization in general and economic globalization in particular.  With globalization have the roles of states changed or do we live in an age where nation states are in decline? What are the main challenges that economic globalization faces? 

Democratization:
Minimal democracy: It refers to participation of individuals to politics through free and fair elections. You may use Joseph Schumpeter’s definition which you can find in lecture slides. 

Electoral democracy: it represents defining democracy according to whether it contains minimal requirements of democracy.

Liberal democracy: it represents defining democracy according to whether it contains substantial levels of freedom and pluralism in addition to extensive political competition and participation. In order to look at these two concepts in a comparison way you should look at Larry Diamond’s article. You should know the discussions in the article regarding democracy. Why did Diamond need to make a distinction between electoral and liberal democracy? What is missing in electoral democracy compared to the liberal one? 
You should definitely know what the main features of liberal democracy. What do we mean with tyranny of majority and how can we locate it in the discussions of liberal democracy?   
End of History:

Authoritarian capitalism: combination of market economy with authoritarian political regime. 

Sustainable growth: it refers to growth that is achieved not only in present but also the one which can be sustained in the future.

End of history: Fukuyama argues that ideological development of humanity is completed. At which point ideological development of humanity comes to an end and what does Fukuyama mean with end of history? What are the ideals that Fukuyama’s theory is based on? Is there any similarity between Fukuyama’s and Marx’s ways of analyzing history and if there is what is it? 

Where do the main challenges of liberalism come in the 20th century and can we talk about new challenges currently? 

What are the problems of “end of history” argument? Do the ideals of Fukuyama’s theory actually exist and can they be experienced within societies?
Clash of Civilizations: 

Torn countries: it refers to countries which are divided over whether their society belongs to one civilization or another. You can find broader definition in Huntington’s article. What is the role of political elites and leaders in this dividedness?  

Self- fulfilling prophecy: it refers to claims that did not actually reflect the truth when the claims were made. However, in the end these claims influence people and they, which were false, became real. How can we use this concept related with “clash of civilizations”?   

What are the requirements that a torn has to meet to redefine its civilization identity according to Huntington?

How does Huntington categorize world politics in terms of conflicts? What is the relationship between weakening of nation-states and “clash of civilizations” argument? What are the main problems of “clash of civilizations” argument? You should also know how Huntington defines civilizations; in what terms. 
Does “clash of civilizations” argument challenge or support the theory of “end of history”? Why?
